Read Matthew 25:34-40

The above verses are known as a parable. Many times Jesus
would tell stories to make a point, those stories were called
parables. A parable is an earthly story with a heavenly meaning.
This particular parable is called "The Parable of the Sheep and
the Goats." In this story Jesus reminds us not only "why" we serve
but "who" we serve.

‘Whenever we see someone in need we should do the best we can
to serve them. We are reminded in this story that when we help
those in need we are really serving God. Ephesians 6:7 tells us to,
"Do your work with enthusiasm. Work as if you were
serving the Lord, not as if you were serving only men and women."

Jesus even led us by example. He didn't come to this earth to be
served but to serve others. We need to follow that example.

Maybe you are serving the children's ministry by being a helper in
aclassroom. Maybe you are serving with your parents in a minis-
try by helping keep the church campus clean. Maybe you are
serving as a greeter at a service.
